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A motorist has won a High Court battle to overturn a speeding fine
after arguing he could not see the roadside warning signs. He argued that
an overgrown hedge meant he could not see a signpost warning of the
restriction. His conviction was quashed by two senior judges, who ruled
that the sign left him insufficient warning that the limit changed from 40
to 30 mph. The driver was originally caught in a police speed trap, con-
victed of speeding and fined £250 with £150 legal costs.

This sets an important legal precedent. Effectively it is now law
that motorists cannot be convicted for exceeding the posted speed limit if
a speed limit sign is obscured, so long as they aren’t going faster than the
previously clearly posted limit. The ruling obviously cannot be used to
quash convictions for blatant speeding. The case law referring to this rul-
ing is Coombes v Director of Public Prosecutions, D&t ZD6.

As part of plans to encourage more members of the public to join
the 1AM, Head Office have been instigating a major programme of set-
ting up affiliations with nationally active motor clubs and other outside
organisations, in order to attrabeir members antheir customers, to
the IAM.

The Goodyear tyre company has agreed to promote Skill for Life
through their own chain of Hi-Q stores. They will be using their own ver-
sion of the regular IAM Skill for Life leaflet.

More than a million road potholes are being filled by councils
every year, but it will take more than 11 years to clear the back log, a
report published recently shows.

The £74 million spent filling the holes is already adding to the
overstretched maintenance budgets, said a report from the Asphalt In-
dustry Alliance.

The maintenance backlog for local authority roads in England is
estimated to take 11.1 years to clear, whilst the figure for Wales is 12.9
years, the report stated.

Each English local authority, excluding London, has an average
maintenance budget shortfall of £7.4 million whilst in Wales the aver-
age shortfall £4.1 million.

The survey stated that in the last 12 months authorities in England
and Wales, outside the capital, filled 944,000 potholes at a cost of
around £56 million.

London spent about £18 million on filling 258,000 potholes, an
average of 7,807 per local authority. The average cost to fill one pothole
in London was calculated at £72 whilst the national average was £54.

Local authorities are responsible for 95% of Britain's roads.
Motorways and major trunk roads in England are the responsibility of
the Highways Agency.

The chairman of the AIA said “the level of ‘patch and mend’
work was an inefficient use of resources. Left unchecked, this leads to
creation of potholes. The next level of deterioration would be structural
damage and, ultimately failure of the road”.

The Local Government Association blamed a freeze in govern-
ment spending, which had put pressure on council budgets, for the
growing backlog.

Editor's commentHow many potholes does our local authority
fill annually?—answers on a postage stamp.
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Recently a party of school children had a day trip to Hampton
Court Palace ruined when their coach driver used a satellite navigation
system to direct him and delivered them to a side street in north
London.

The driver punched in the keywords, Hampton Court and London
and set off from a school in Fareham, Hants. Using the on-screen in-
structions he, and the following coach, weaved their way through the
capital and eventually arrive in a road called Hampton Court in Isling-
ton. No one noticed the error until they looked for Henry V111's Tudor
Palace and realised the only landmark of note was Highbury and Isling-
ton tube station.

The coaches then got hopelessly lost as they crawled back through
central London in heavy traffic looking for the palace in Richmond-
upon -Thames. At one time a teacher got off to buy a map to help the
driver and his trainee in the following coach.

With 60 restless year four pupils on the two vehicles, teachers
eventually phoned their school, to find directions on the internet.

The trip was finally abandoned and the coaches returned to
Fareham, seven hours later, without a glimpse of the palace. The day
had been planned to bring to life lessons in Tudor history which the pu-
pils were studying.

The coach company apologised for the error and said it would re-
imburse the school and take the children on another trip free of charge.
A spokesman said the lead driver misunderstood his portable satellite
navigation console. The drivers are now banned from using sat-navs
and must use maps.

An AA spokesman said “Whilst sat-navs are brilliant they rely
entirely on the information that is put in and we would advocate still
using a map to double check your final destination”.

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Learners will have to prove their knowledge of ‘green issues’
to pass their driving test under new rules to encourage environ-
ment—friendly motoring.

In the theory test, they will need to show they understand how
motoring affects the environment, answering questions on the best
speeds for driving and braking.

Questions could also cover route-planning to cut down on fuel
consumption.

In the practical test, learners could fail if they ‘excessively use
the accelerator’ when starting the engine, use lower gears
‘unnecessarily’ and ‘consistently fail to use engine braking'.

Driving instructors are being tutored in the ‘principles of eco-
driving’, based on reducing fuel consumption and the output of
carbon dioxide.

The Driving Standards Agency said: “This should lead to a
group of drivers, who from Day One drive in an environmentally —
friendly way”

The changes are part of a major shake-up of the driving test by
the DSA.

Learners will also have to show knowledge of first aid, new
motorway signs and the importance of cars being licensed and in-
sured.
